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Project Proposal – Erasmus + Action 3
Baltic Youth Forum

The aim of the project is to unite youth representing organizations and structures of the Baltic Sea Region in order to bring together their opinions and concerns. The Baltic Youth Forum will address representatives of different youth structures within the Baltic Sea region, from the regional as well as the national level. This means national and local youth councils, student councils and youth organizations. The project is also addressed to representatives of youth structures in the Baltic Sea Region like the BSSSC,CBSS, the Union of the Baltic Cities (UBC), B7 or the Four Corners Youth Parliament.
Baltic Youth Forum aims in developing a space for discussion on youth subjects and awake youth participants to search for inspiration and solutions in  social and civic areas of life and learn intercultural cooperation. 
Forum is to promote the subjects connected with structured dialogue, CBSS Polish Presidency priorities (especially priority no 2: Creativity) and at the same place to strengthen their influence in youth policy on a regional level. The Baltic Youth Forum will also empower the youth cooperation in the Baltic Sea Region and will deepen the political exchange among young people in the Baltic Sea Region. The  subjects of discussion will be connected with priorities of the 5th rund of structured dialogue. At this moment there is no official statement – but probably it will apply to key competencies: creativity, entrepreneurship and cooperation.
The youth taking part in the Forum will be working with several thematic groups. We propose below subjects (the group subjects are our proposals, if you have other proposals please don’t hesitate to contact us):
· Me enterprising – the best practices and solutions 
· Team work, cooperation – creative tools in developing key youth competences
· Me international – youth cooperation the Baltic Sea Region
· Me and society – developing digital solutions in youth participation

Before coming to the Forum there will be also some group work for the youth. They will need to collect the information about the actual youth situation in their regions. We also plan a part about the EU Youth Strategy and the European Strategy for the Baltic Sea Region and its influence on the youth.
